Year 10 students who want to study exciting subject material that widens and deepens
knowledge enjoy IGCSE courses. Students take IGCSE's in November of Year 10 and can
complete the Year with 100+ SACE credits.

In Year 11, Students can either continue with SACE or opt to join the two-year A Level
program.

Scholarships range from 25 - 50% of tuition fees.
A scholarship in excess of 50% will only be granted in exceptional circumstances.

Scholarships do not apply to any fees other than tuition fees. Uniforms, Homestay fees,
Material fees, are not subject to a scholarship discount.
Fee payment terms and conditions apply to scholarship holders.

SGS's 24/7 service includes airport pick-up
and drop-off, accommodation arrangements, if required, and coordination, local briefings,
homestay visits, holiday arrangements, emergency assistance support, as well as support
with school meetings. SGS assists with finding appropriate counselling advice.
